Matters Arising from the Minutes
1.  Updating the 1975 Bibliography of Pidgins and Creoles 
At the 2021 meeting, the members agreed that supervision of the Project would be important.  Shelome Gooden had been asked to research the possibilities of university credits being offered to students for working on the project. J. Clancy Clements had been asked to find a possible project manager. Shelome Gooden had confirmed that the University of Pittsburgh could award credits for updating the Bibliography. A team lead would be needed for determining the bibliography topics. Several options for managing the project were suggested; however, the challenges which had been highlighted for years remained.
